 Openedin 1967, The
Museum of the Moscow
Metro covers the entire
history of the capital’s
underground from the
beginning of the century
to the present day. The
unusual exhibitions tell
the story of the exploits of
those who built the Metro.

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The Guiliarovsky route. ..

* In the famous Russian book
“Moscow and the
Muscovites” by a well-
known journalist Vladimir
Giuliarovsky there are
several stories about his
exploration of the Moscow’s
“‘underworld”. He walked
under the ground from

Theatre Square till

Trubnaya Square. The
whole trip took him about
half an hour and this route
IS suitable for every tourist.







“Travelling to the Heart of
the Earth” Route ...

« Beneath the city there are
passageways, chambers of
torture, and about 150
underground riverbeds lined with
bricks and white stone.
